5. demonstrate verbal and visual literacy by textual analysis 
6. apply skills learned to improvement of overall writing skills in academics and beyond 
7. develop awareness of various cultural theories and movements all over the world down the ages.

Final Exam   
The Final Exam will take place during the Thursday through Sunday of Week/Unit 9, following the 
completion of eight units of work. The format of the Final Exam is similar to that of the quizzes and may 
contain a combination of different question types. You will have one attempt to take the exam, and it will 
be graded electronically.
